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Grace and Peace! 
 
That’s how faith begins. When we show up, we 
just might see something. When we show up, 
God gets to us, gets under our skin, goes way 
deep into our hearts. God shows up. 
 
It’s amazing that the first witness of the 
resurrection is a woman, Mary, because in that 
day, a woman could not be a legal witness in a 
court case. Her witness was not accepted. To 
say that Mary was the first witness of the 
resurrection was so against the grain of the 
culture that it just has to be true that she was 
the first. The first to show up and the first to 
see Jesus.  
 
All through John’s gospel, seeing is a major 
theme. The first disciples who followed Jesus 
ran and found their friends and told them 
“Come and see Jesus.” All through John’s 
Gospel, some have seen, even blind men, but 
many more have not really seen. As the 
disciples show us, you can see and you can 
see and you can see, and still not see. It 
seems obvious that the supernatural presence 
of God should just break through and be so 
clear, and yet often we don’t see. We need 
something to startle us to really see. To see 
Jesus. That in him, God has named us and 
claimed us and made us his own.  
 
It’s not an accident that this story takes place in 
a garden or that the first words are spoken by a 
gardener. Creation began in the Garden and 
now in this garden of the tomb, the new 
creation begins. Jesus shows up, and really is 
the gardener, the one who plants and tends the 
garden of the new creation. And we get to 
show up there.  
 
 

When Mary announces, “I have seen the Lord,” 
it means that she showed up, and so did 
Jesus. Faith doesn’t know what will happen, 
but faith trusts even when it can’t see, and sure 
enough, God just showed up. God did not let 
his Son go to the grave, but brought Jesus 
back and raised him from the grave. And God, 
the mighty God, raises us up with him. 
 
And now, Jesus shows up for us. He has our 
back, even more, he has our life and our death 
because he showed up for us. For God so 
loved the world that he gave his Son, so that 
whoever believes in him will not perish but 
have eternal life. Jesus showed up for us and 
will show up for us, forever and ever. 
 
Show up for your life; and show up to where 
Jesus is showing up. People have a million 
things pulling them from being engaged in the 
life of a worshipping community. Lots of good 
things. But, you know what? You can’t grow in 
your faith and find the support of the 
community of faith without showing up. When 
all the forces of death and evil sought to 
silence Jesus, Jesus showed up, and now we 
can too.  
 
In recent years, “regular” church attendance 
has been re-defined. From every week to once 
a month. So, I want to say in the gentlest and 
least bossy language I can, “when you are not 
here, you are missed.” And when the wind 
blows and the storms come, when death itself 
is at our door, it will be those who showed up 
who will have the strength to stand.  
 
On Easter Sunday we thank and praise Jesus 
Christ who showed up from the grave, showed 
up for you. And if you are with us, we will thank 
you too… for showing up. If you want to really 
see and to grow your heart, just show up. 
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Come for a Celebration of the Hope of Easter.  This 
would be an excellent opportunity to bring a family to 
come to worship with you! Breakfast, uplifting worship, 
and an egg hunt for kids—it’s the complete experience!
